A Great Conclusion 

In order to write a GREAT conclusion, you should include the five parts listed below.   Be sure to practice correct grammar and punctuation.

1. Restate the problem / purpose of experiment
2. Restate your hypothesis

3. Compare the results to your hypothesis

a. Did what you find support/not support what you thought would happen?
b. Share some of the data

c. Describe WHY it does/does not support your hypothesis

4. Suggest ways to improve your experiment (identify sources of error)
5. Suggest more specific topics/questions/ideas/issues for further investigation

Remember … a GREAT conclusion shares your results with the rest of the world!
